It is also even without attending a performance,visitors can explore the
gallery and purchase souvenirs, making it a beloved spot for immersing
oneselfin Japanese culture.
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Hamarikyu Gardens

Originally built during the Edo period, Hamarikyu Gardens feature

a tea house that appears to float on the water, where visitors can enjoy
matcha while admiring the scenic beauty. Also, as the name suggests,
the 300-year-old pine tree boasts a magnificent appearance since it was
planted 300 years ago. March is cherry blossom season, making it the
perfect time to stroll through the gardens and enjoy the seasonal blooms.
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Shimbashi Underpass

A dining district lined up under the elevated tracks of JR
Shimbashi Station. The retro atmosphere of the Showa era remains
strong, and the impression that Shimbashi is one of Tokyo's leading
bar districts has been firmly established.
